Bellevue School District Levy Information:
On February 9, voters will be asked to vote on two levies regarding our schools.

Levy 1. Educational Program and Operations Levy: renewal of a levy that expires in 2010 and represents 21% of the operat-
ing budget. It helps fill the gaps between school needs and state funding by providing more teachers, more textbooks and cur-
riculum materials, transportation, and enriched gifted and special education funding. Cost: approx $48 million a year for fou
years- total: $192 million

Levy 22 Technology and Capital Projects Levy: funds upgrades of computers and other classroom technology, curriculum
development for the district web, largeale maintenance projects such as roofing, flooring, mechanical, water and sewer; up-
grades to Ringdall Middle School to house middle schools whose school is being remodeled; and improvements or replace-
ments of school sports fields. Cost: approx. $15 million/year for five yaatal $74 million

Spring 2010 High School Performance (HSPE) formerly the WASL Exam ScheduléNe are also in the process of plan-

ning for this yearés HSPE. Al'l tenth grade students are
the HSPE. All 11 and 12" graders who haveot met the HSPE standard in Reading, Writing and/or Math are also expected

to take the appropriate exam(s). There have been some changes to HSPE including shortened math and reading assessments
(one day instead of two days). Meeting the State of Washington Standards in math, reading, and science remain requirements
for earning a high school diploma.

Students who meet the passing standard on HSPE exams fulfill the graduation requirement and do not have to take the exam
again. Students who do not meet the passing standard on the HSPE in Reading, Writing, and Math are required to continue to
take the scheduled HSPE exams until they pass it or successfully complete an alternate Washington State approved assessmel
that fulfills the requirement. I f you have questions, p |
