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S.T.E.P.S. NEWS

STEPS is planning changes to what it does and how money is disbursed. Specifically, we are considering
the following:

1.

w

Move concessions out of STEPS and into ASB. We suggest not to have concessions for low atten-

dance events, as it is a low return activity.

Move Totem wear sales to the school store/ASB as well.

Consider giving the ice rink to the junior class exclusively as a senior party fundraiser.

Reorganize the auction into five overall roles: coordinator, procurement, data management, food/

beverage, and communications. All fundraising would be directly for STEPS. Procurement would

be centralized through organizing committee to avoid different groups asking the same donors.

Clubs and school groups can be paid a fixed amount for participation in the auction, not a percent-

age of sales on their procured items.

Change the way funds are raised for class graduation: move it out of the auction tables model into

the direct annual donation model. We need to know the estimated amount for the average cost of

graduation so we can budget properly. The rough number we are working with is $25K/class. The
general idea is to collect 1/4 the amount of graduation cost directly from each student per year.

Change the allocation procedures:

1 No requests for reimbursement for dollars already spent; requests for allocations must include
a feedback mechanism to the board so the results of the money spent can be considered; re-
guests must be made by the beneficiary, not by proxy; beneficiary must be out of the room dur-
ing group discussion and voting.

1 STEPS does not have a good way to say no to something or to allocate a partial sum. If we are
presented with a request for, say $2000, we can only vote yes or no on this. It would make us
more flexible if we could allocate, say, $1000, rather than simply saying yes or no to the entire
amount.

Have a meeting with board members before the end of the year to propose a budget for next year.
