News from OSPI (Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction): 
 
HSPE stands for High School Proficiency Exam and is the replacement assessment 
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for the WASL.  In this first year of change from the WASL, the format will be similar to 
the WASL.  The big difference is the Reading, Math, and Science tests will be one 120-
minute test each rather than two 100+ minute tests in each area. 
 

The HSPE Test Dates are… 
 

March 16  - Reading 
March 17 & 18th – Writing 

April 13th – Math 
April 15 – Science 

Please reserve these dates and avoid making appointments/travel plans that will cause 
your student to miss the HSPE.  There will be NO make-ups during the school 
year for High School Students!  The only make-up opportunities are in August or 
the following spring.  Therefore, it is strongly recommended that appointments 
or vacation days not be scheduled from 7:30am to 11:00am each day of 
HSPE testing.  If you miss a day of a particular test, you will be required to 
make-up that entire subject test next summer or the following year.  
 
Meeting standard (passing) in the Reading and Writing assessment is still a graduation 
requirement.  If a student does not meet standard in Math, he/she must earn two 
additional credits of math prior to graduation. 

On February 9
th

, voters will be asked to vote on 2 levies regarding our schools.  Everyone 

should receive a postcard with detailed information on the levies.  We just want you to 

have a brief summary of the levies.   

 

Levy 1: Educational Program and Operations Levy:  renewal of a levy that expires in 

2010 and represents 21% of the operating budget. It help fills the gaps between school 

needs and state funding by providing more teachers, more textbooks and curriculum 

materials, transportation, and enriched gifted and special education funding. Cost: approx 

$48 million a year for 4 years – total: $192 million 

 

Levy 2:  Technology and Capital Projects Levy:  funds  upgrades of computers and other 

classroom technology, curriculum development for the district web, large-scale 

maintenance projects such as roofing, flooring, mechanical, water and sewer; upgrades to 

Ringdall Middle School to house middle schools whose school is being remodeled; and 

improvements or replacements of school sports fields. Cost: approx. $15 million/year for 

5 years – total $74 million

FROM BSD: 

Steps for determining whether to close BSD schools due to snow or ice 

 
Weather forecasts of coming snow and ice, or existing dangerous road conditions the 

evening before a school day trigger the following response: 

 

2:00Ȥ4:00 AM:  

District representatives drive Bellevueôs streets to determine if school buses can 
safely travel on the most difficult hills and roads. 

 

They analyze the situation by answering the following questions: 

¶ Can buses get up the steepest hills, including Somerset/Hilltop areas? 

¶ Does the weather forecast call for more snow, or rising/falling temperatures? 

¶ If we bring students to school, will school have to be closed before the end of the 

instructional day? (It is not desirable to bring students to school and then have to          

close early, because we donôt know if we can get them home safely and if there will be a 

parent or adult at home when they arrive.) 

¶ What is happening in other districts? 

Are areas where teachers, bus drivers and staff live, for example, in Snohomish County 

or East King County, snowed in and can they get to Bellevue safely? 

 

4:00 AM:  

Around 4:00 am the Superintendent will be provided the information gathered and she 
will make a decision. The phone tree will be initiated to notify central office and school 

 Administrators. 

 

4:15 AM:  

The decision will be posted on the Public Schools Emergency Communication System, 
if possible around 4:15 am. Following this, the 24 hour newsline (425.456.4111) message 

will be recorded, district website will be updated and a message will be posted on our 

Facebook Fan page. The Facebook Fan page will also feed the message to the district 

twitter account and blog. Updating all of these resources take time and will ideally be 

completed around 5am.  Please also check local news stations for updates! 



 

Frequently Asked Questions 

 

Q. Sometimes when the district closes schools I look outside my house and see only a 

thin covering of snow on the ground; I could easily take my child to school, but it is 

closed. Why is my school closed when it doesnôt need to be? 

A. School closure decisions are based on conditions throughout the district. We operate 

as a system, not as independent schools. Some staff members work at more than one 

school. By state law, missed days must be made up and it makes sense to have these 

makeup days occur for all schools at the same time. Teachers and school staff may live in 

areas where there is significantly more snow and cannot make it into work. Some areas of 

Bellevue may have much more snow and school buses cannot be driven safelyȤ i.e. 

Somerset/Hilltop areas. 

 

Q. Schools are open, but with the snow and/or ice on the road it isnôt safe to drive out of 

my neighborhood. What should I do? 

A. We canôt make this decision for you or your family. You need to determine if itôs safe 

for you to drive your child to school. 

 

What can cause the best laid plans to fail? 

 Forecast of heavy snow coming during rush hour, but no snow on ground at 4 AM 
 Ice on streets at 4 AM, followed by warming and no ice by 8 am 

 No snow on the ground by 4 AM and snow arrives later in the morning or right before 

school starts 

 

Community Service is a requirement for High School graduation.  Students may ask you 

questions about it so we wanted to give you the basics to help them. 

 

1.  40 Hours are required by June of their senior year. 

2. Must be done with a non-profit  organization.  For instance, they cannot volunteer 

at a restaurant and have it count. 

3. Volunteer work with a church only counts if it is something that benefits the 

greater (outside the church membership) community.  For instance, babysitting 

during Sunday School does not count but helping at a church-run food bank that is 

open to all people does. 

 

If students are unsure of where to volunteer, please refer them to the SHS counseling 

website.  We have a document that has over 60 organizations that are already approved.   

 

And as always, they can come talk to their counselor for ideas and clarification on what 

might qualify.
