2. A 50 page Results Analysis PDF emailed to parents within 48 hours. 

3. Results Analysis breaks down their score into 34 categories and provides students 

with a comprehensive plan of action for improving their score. 

The test is 2.5 hours long and mimics the real SAT. 

Attendance Basics:  Excused absences must be reported to the Attendance 
Office within 2 school days of the absence.  Parents can either: call 425-456-
7606, email anderssh@bsd405.org, or send a written/signed note including the 
date(s) and reason for the absence.  All planned absences must be pre-
arranged and approved by an administrator and should be requested at least 
one week in advance.  Failing to pre-arrange a planned absence may result in 
the absence being unexcused. 

Community Service is a requirement for High School graduation.  Students may ask you 

questions about it so we wanted to give you the basics to help them. 

 

1.  40 Hours are required by June of their senior year. 

2. Must be done with a non-profit  organization.  For instance, they cannot volunteer 

at a restaurant and have it count. 

 

If students are unsure of where to volunteer, please refer them to the SHS counseling 

website.  We have a document that has over 60 organizations that are already approved.   

 

And as always, they can come talk to their counselor for ideas and clarification on what 

might qualify.

Teens Influenced to Smoke by Family and Friends 

New research shows that middle-school students are more likely to try cigarettes if they have a 

best friend, parent, or sibling who smokes.  A study of more than 3,600 students throughout the 

United States was conducted by researchers at Tulane University in New Orleans, LA. The 

research revealed that eighth-grade students with a best friend who smoked were six times more 

likely than other students to have ever smoked, and more than 12 times as likely to have smoked 

in the past week.  

 

"Middle school represents a time and place of vulnerability for children; therefore, advocacy for 

no-tobacco policies for all children and adults on middle-school property or attending school 

functions needs to be continued," said Dr. Carolyn C. Johnson, lead author of the study. 

 

The study further showed that eighth-graders with a family member who smoked were more than 

twice as likely to smoke as their peers living in non-smoking homes. "Professionals need to reach 

parents with stronger education efforts focused on the probability of their children using tobacco 

when easily accessible in the home," the researchers stated.
